Peter’s signature style includes thoughtful lyrics set to engaging arrangements shaped by his diverse melodic 

infl uences. Whether they soothe the soul or challenge the heart and mind, these are songs that appeal on many 

levels and reward careful listening.

Writing his own songs for as long as he’s been singing and playing guitar, Peter’s style has evolved since his 

fi rst recording Wings Meet Wind from 1994. His music is a complex mixture of genres refl ecting the many 

infl uences he loves. His clear strong tenor voice is a distinctive feature of his melodic approach to song writing. 

Rock, blues, gospel, choral and reggae are all alive in his eclectic tunes, played passionately on guitar, mando-

lin, ukulele, and Hammertone.
